So let me get back to the PowerPoint here, OK?
So I wanted to start with something that the Lord revealed to me about the Hebrew alphabet, and that is that when I was this was five years ago or something like that. I was looking at the alphabet.
I was just learning it and I was in the midst of worship and just looking at this alphabet and it looked like it had a cohesive thought pattern from beginning to end.
And so I was like, Lord, am I crazy or is there something going on with this aliphet that is complete sentences?
And sure enough, this is what the Holy Spirit showed me, so this is.
One of the meanings of each of the letters put into sentence form, and there's a few different sentences here, so we'll start with this first set of letters here.
This is from beginning to end. From Aleph all the way through top.
So we have Father, son and Holy Spirit move to reveal the nail that pierces to separate from the snake in a finished work. The palm of his hand urges forward his many sons and daughters to support.
Experience and command the harvest of the least of these.
The insufficiency of man is consumed by his sufficiency in a never ending covenant, and that is all of the meanings of all those letters from Aleph all the way through top.
Yeah. So I just, I I, I'm amazed by his language.
I'm amazed that there are layers to it.
It's not just, oh, look, there's a meaning.
It's. Oh, look, there's so much meaning packed into this one set of letters. And so as we get going here.
Yeah, just the excitement hopefully is building in you as you learn about all of this, just as it it has been for me.
So let's start with Ted.
So the letter tete. You can see here on the left. That's the pictograph form of letter Tet. And the modern form is on the right.
Tet obviously makes a TE sound.
It means a snake in a basket or fruit in a basket, clay in a basket is one that I've recently studied and then to surround to twist a twisting or coiling. And then we have the number 9 which coincides with which is judgment of man wrath. Conclusion of.
A matter.
Of man's works.
So lot of lot of meaning in this letter.
Notice the Paleo Hebrew version of this letter on the left looks more like a basket, whereas the modern version is said to look more like a pregnant woman.
The same meaning applies, though a basket is a container, just like a womb is a container.
So I mean it's more than a container, but it is a container now.
Tet is the least used.
What a letter in the Bible.
It's the only letter that I know of with the duality of good versus evil.
This letter is used in many positive words, but you'll also find it used in many negative words as well, showing the duality of the letter the first time TET is used is the word good in Genesis. The Lord says that what he creates is good, and that's the.
Word, tob.
We'll look at that letter or that word in more detail in just a second.
The word good is used nine times in the creation account, so that's fun.
Now 13 is also a number meaning judgement.
And the 13th time that we see the word good in Genesis, the serpent is tempting Eve with the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.
So we can see again there the duality of the letter.
The number 9 is showcased in several places throughout Scripture as the number of judgments.
But remember, pronounced judgment can from a judge can either be good or bad, right?
If a judge makes a judgement in your favor, that's a good thing for you.
And so when we think of the the word judgement being attached to this letter.
Remember that it can be good judgments in your favor as well as bad judgments, OK?
So where do we see the number 9 in Scripture showing us these concepts? When Jesus healed the 10 lepers, nine of them left without thanking Jesus?
On Nissan, nine of the Hebrew calendar, Jesus threw the money changers and other crooks out of the temple.
This is also the same day that a group of children shouted Hosanna to the son of David as he walked by.
So again, duality in the Old Testament, there are nine groups or individuals who practice sorcery.
The name of the first man who was cursed, Adam was mentioned nine times in the New Testament, while the High Priest Melchizedek is also mentioned nine times in the New Testament.
The total destruction of Jerusalem's temple both times was on the day of of nine in the Hebrew calendar. The 9th day of of so that was both. The BC destruction of the temple and the ad destruction of the temple.
Both were on of nine, which is amazing.
And then we have.
The ninth month, Kislev, and that is when we celebrate Hanukkah, because that's when the miracle of the oil occurred in the temple.
And then there are 9 fruits of the spirit.
So lots of nines throughout the Bible.
Good and bad judgments all wrapped up in that #9.
Let's look at some words that begin with Ted.
OK. We're gonna start with this verse here.
Out of Psalm 3480, taste and see that the Lord is good.
Blessed is the man who trusts in him, and we see 2 words. Two Hebrew words in this verse that begin with Ted.
So let's look a little bit deeper at those words.
First one is taste.
This is the word Tam.
It's spelled Tete a tin mem. This word also means to proceed, which makes sense because when you take.
To see that the Lord is good, you're not actually tasting him with your mouth, obviously.
So this is a perceptive word as well. And so with these letters, what we can do, and this is this is something that.
A lot of people do.
I'm not the only one, but the the Holy Spirit works through me, works through you. As we look at these Hebrew words and when you ask the Holy Spirit to be your guide, to be your teacher and say I'm looking at this word, I know what it means.
But I want to find deeper meaning in the word.
So can you help me to unpack the letters in this word so that I can look at it a little bit deeper? And so that's all we're doing with.
Expanding the the Hebrew word like this and so you can see.
I'll kind of see if I can point this out.
Let me get my laser pointer I think.
I think this will work.
OK. Can we see the laser pointer?
Hopefully OK.
So we have Tet in MEM.
Tet, one of the meanings is provision IN-1 of the meanings is experience and mem is waters.
So what we have here is provision that you experience with, with your waters, OK. And in the natural sense, that's your saliva, right?
You're tasting something with your waters.
Or we could say it's to make a judgement.
That's another meaning of Tet after experiencing and testing which testing is a meaning of the number 40 which.
Is attached to MEM OK so.
Does that all make sense?
Did I lose anybody?
I can't see anybody, OK?
Oh, good. OK.

So this is spelled tetva bet and let me put that back up here, OK.
So there's the word good. Tob. Tet, Bob. Bet. OK. And so what's fun about this word is that when, as I looked at it, it almost looked as if it was goodness in every aspect of who we are.
So so here we have Tet which is provision which I often think of as a physical thing.
It doesn't have to be there. There's definitely.
Room for interpretation on provision that is not physical in nature, but I tend to think of it that way.
And so we have provision which is physical good, then we have this middle letter here.
Which one of its meanings is secure?
So we have security and that is good for your soul. Meaning your emotional center when you are secure, you don't feel frantic.
You don't feel hectic or afraid you feel.
Safe. You feel secure. OK. And then we have this letter. Bet part of the meaning of bet is family and.
Part of the meeting of the number 2 is the second person of the Godhead, who is Messiah.
So we have Messiah's family who is spirit good, because without being a part of Messiah's family, we are not heading anywhere spiritually good, OK and so we have these three aspects bound up within the word good. We can also think of it as provision secured for.
The family OK, provision of any kind.
So now this is where First Tet word in the Bible.
In Genesis, each time he created something, he said that it was good.
And then after the fall, we now know that only God is good, right?
And so this is the goodness of the Lord.
He's good for our body, soul and spirit.
He's the embodiment of goodness.
Now a while back I did an interesting study on Psalm 119 because God places curious thought in me as I was looking at Psalm 119.
And that thought is, what if there's something in the section for each letter that holds an added layer of meaning in all the words that contain the letter in that section.
So let's look at the text section of Psalm 119.
So this is every word that contains a tet in the root word, and I say that because when we get to like the vow section or the Yod section, those letters are used so frequently as prefixes and suffixes at the beginning and ending of Hebrew words in order.
To make the tense change or to make it a plural or singular that if we were to add up all of them, you would be speaking the whole verse in the yod section and the vow section.
So rather than do that.
Which seemed silly.
I decided to just look at the Brit word, OK.
Not the suffixes and the prefixes and. You can do that by the way, on Blue Letter Bible. If you guys have never been blueletterbible.org is an awesome place where you can go and see the way that it was written and then underneath it it.
Tell you what, the root word is.
What that word looks like without the suffixes and prefixes. OK.
That's just a side note, sorry.
OK, so every tet in the Tet section of Psalm 1/1/19 in order.
So going from beginning to end, we have goodness. Your good judgement has been before and you do good now.
You will repair stupidity for my good goodness.
I just thought it was cool.
I mean, not only let me get you guys back here.
OK.
So not only is it cool that there that this section in Psalm 119 is book ended by goodness, right?
The the word tobe is at the first verse in the in the last verse it's book ended and then all throughout there's several different words.
Tobe words sprinkled throughout it, but also I thought it really funny when I was looking at the words because.
The word for stupidity that I have there is actually in your King James Bible, the word for thick. And when you look at thick I thought I'd look at it and be like, oh, this just means like added layers or something like that. When you look at it.
It literally means stupidity. This is somebody who is thick headed.
So he gets rid of stupidity for my good.
That's a good thing.
So anyways, so that is Psalm 119 and all of the words that have the letter T in them and you can see that I've also listed the ones that particularly that start with you can see.
The the good, good, good, good throughout. It is pretty cold.
So anyways, that is Psalm 119.
All right, now to show the paradoxical nature of this letter, let's look at a not so pleasant word, right?
We've looked at pleasant word, good and taste.
So let's look at a word that's not so pleasant.
This is out of Ezekiel 511.
Therefore, as I live says, the Lord God, surely because you have defiled my sanctuary with all your detestable things and with all your abominations. Therefore, I will also diminish you.
My eye will not spare, nor will I have any pity.
Defilement of God's sanctuary, which is now in you and in you. And I right we are in the we are the sanctuary now diminishes us defilement in my sanctuary.
Finishes me.
Hey, that word for diminish also means to take away or withhold from you.
So that's not good.
So we look at the word defile there and it's the word.
This also means to pollute or be unclean. When we look at the letters here, we have Tet MEM and Alef.
Set to twist.
Memchaos and LF gentle. So we have to twist and cause chaos to the gentle that is to defile, OK.
This also presents a picture of a snake in the in the. If you were going to think of these letters as as the pictographs they originally were, we have a snake, we have water and we have a bowl.
If your bowl is in the water and a snake approaches, that is a defilement.
Your your bowl is either going to get sick or die.
OK. So whether you look at it in a pictographic manner or whether you look at it in the the meanings of the letters all put together, not a good thing.
OK so.
From the paradoxical nature of these two different verses that we've looked at, taste and see that the Lord is good and bringing defilement into your sanctuary diminishes you.
When we bring goodness into his sanctuary, which is in us by tasting and seeing, we reap his balanced happiness or his blessing.
That's what that word blessing means.
When we defile or cause chaos in his sanctuary, we reap lack lack of his provision, lack of his protection.
We are unbalanced.
So that just those two verses just really show that paradoxical nature of the letter really. Well. All right, let's look at some other Ted words just for fun.
We have the word judgement, Tom. Before torem repair to fall stupid, which is that word we looked at earlier to fash Signet ring teba ***.
Purity to *****.
Impurity to Ma isn't that interesting.
Again, we see the paradoxical nature of the letter here, with purity and impurity. They both start with the letter T.
Kill is Tabak plaster which is clay or a clay derivative is tuac and then the word clay itself is teat.
Try not to laugh when you say that.
Paper for word, OK.

Growing up, I don't about you, but I had always been told by my parents and the church and everyone that constellations are bad because it's the Zodiac.
Well, the problem with that premise that I have only recently discovered and only because the Lord has been showing me this, is the that the Zodiac is not the first.
The Zodiac actually came after and is a twisting of, just like the enemy always does. Twist the story of the Mazaroth the Hebrew Mazaroth was first.
They explain the stories in the skies 1st and I believe that the the letters were painted in the sky and that is that's where they saw the the letters in the sky first.
OK. And I'm gonna show you what I mean by that because.
As we go through and look at both the letter T and the letter YOD in the Sky, I want you to see that not only does the shape match up to the star formation, but also the meanings of the Hebrew words for those stars line up with the.
Meanings of the Hebrew letter that is attached to it, OK.
So let's look at this with fresh eyes.
We're not looking at the Zodiac. This has nothing to do with.
The stars affecting the way that my life is.
Is lived. Rather, it is not my story that's being painted in the stars, but God's story that's in the stars, OK.
So let's look at it that way.
God himself said that he created the the night sky, the stars in the night sky, for signs and seasons.

Circle and we have an X in the middle. That's our basket.
That's the Paleo letter T.
So meanings of Tet that.
Are underlined here and that coincide with the star names.

All right, so we have snake, we have basket.
We have fruit.
We have to surround those things we found down here.
We have a basket which happens because of the branch spreading. That's what the star name is.

Which fruit is we have God's ring as Tet is a ring shape and then we have treading.
Under feet, as he does with the snake. So that is move this now.
Sorry, I'm moving things around again. OK, so.
The biblical mention the Hebrew word for this constellation is Tao Mem Tao Mem which means twin and its root word Tau M means completeness by adjoining of two. We see this word in Exodus 2624 in Temple Construction. But we also see the concept itself here.
In first Corinthians 617, but the one who joins himself to the Lord is mingled into one spirit with him.
I find it very interesting.
That the Hebrew word for this constellation is Tao Mim meaning twin.
And the story that was twisted by the enemy. That is the story of Gemini is about two people.
Two brothers, if you will.
Sort of brothers. So I'll tell you the Greek myth and then and then you can kind of see where we're going with this.
So the Greek myth these figures are Caster and Pollux. Caster is immortal born of man.
Pollux is the immortal son of Zeus.
Pollocks loves caster so much that when Caster dies, Pollux asks his father Zeus to impart immortality to caster so they can live together in the heavens forever.
Does that sound familiar?
This is a story that was taken by Satan, twisted and put Zeus and all kinds of other characters into this story. When actually the story is about the fact that we have a broken man and a perfect God who comes along and partners with the broken man in.
Order to cover and redeem the broken man, so that is the real story to provide him.
Immortal immortality.
To provide him eternal life, and so that is the story of Tet that is also the story of the constellation known as Gemini, but known to us as tailman. OK.
So that's the letter Tet in the skies and the number 9.

Obviously I don't want you to ever think that I'm calling you a dummy if you can't get it, but most of the Hebrew letters, as you've noticed so far, begin with the the letter that begins the the the word.
How we say it?
But that's not always the case. So. So if you don't already know that, that's not obvious to you, that's fine.
So Yod is the Yth sound.
And it means a hand as in closed or closing upon.
That's important because there's another letter that we're going to get to.
That is, cuff and cuff is an open hand or a wing. So there are two different kinds of hands located in the Hebrew alphabet.
So this is the closed one, as in doing a deep or doing something with this. OK, we're hammering, we're pounding. We're doing something with their hand, OK. And it also means a deed done or finished work.
It is the number 10, which means ordinal perfection, perfection of divine order, divinely ordered events, completeness of order, and the law.
So you can see here on screen there is moving things in screen's not big enough.
OK, laser pointer. There we go.

Alright, so on the bottom here, you see the pictograph version of Yod.
This is what it originally looked like and then in the top is the modern version.
OK, the letter Yod is the smallest Hebrew letter, yet it is the most frequently occurring letter in all of Scripture.
It's considered the atom of all of the other Hebrew letters because its form is included in part of the other letters.
The meaning of divine order also alludes to this divine order.
The letter yod begins.
A lot of common Hebrew words like Yahweh, Yama yam, means day Yeshua Yerushalayim, which we normally in our English tongue, say Jerusalem.
Israel, which is Israel and Jonah, which is Jonah. In fact, if you haven't already caught on, you will not find Jordan in the Hebrew language.
There's no J and and So what?
The English speakers did is made it easier for their English tongues to say it.
And so we have names like Jonah, even though that's not really his name.
His name is Jonah.
I don't think he'll be offended when we get to heaven and say, hey, Jonah, I know that he's going to turn around and say, hey, could you quit?
I think he'll be fine.
I think he's fine.
OK. But interesting thing about Yonah is that it also means Dev as in a messenger, which Jonah definitely was.
All right. This letter occurs often in action words or words of purpose, which makes a lot of sense according to what it means.
What the letter means?
And when it is paired with a mem at the end of a word, it denotes a plural word.
Not all the time.
Sometimes the top is used to denote a plural.
I think it has to do with whether the word is feminine or or masculine.
Don't quote me on that, but I think that's what it is.
But you will see AEM at the end of a lot of words, Nephilim, Elohim, which denotes our triune God, right?
A lot of different words that end in EEM.
You'll find and that is because they're plural. OK.
So the number 10 is used numerous times in Scripture showing its meaning.
The phrase God said is used 10 times in Genesis. God's law is comprised of 10 commandments. The Passover Lamb was selected on day ten of the first month, as was Jesus selected on that day for sacrifice on the cross. 10 generations of men lived on the Earth.
Before God sent the flood, God said he wouldn't destroy the city of Sodom. If you could find just 10 righteous people there.
God sent 10 plagues upon Egypt.
God wouldn't let the older generation of Israelites into the promised land because they had disobeyed the word of the Lord 10 times.
So lots of different meaning covered in the number 10, right?
So I wanted you to see something interesting, and that is we've got this.
We've got the Yod which is this concept of doing a deed or having done a deed. And when we look at the way that Yod is spelled because.
Each of these, and I'm sure that you have looked at this in your book.
But each of these words it has a or. Each of these letters is a word.
We'll say it that way. Each of these letters is a word, so it's a word that actually means that thing, right?
And so we have the letter yodel spelled out here, and I'm sorry for the poor graphics, but what's interesting is that when you spell the word you'd it's spelled with yud at the beginning, then evolve, then a delete, and it almost looks like the building of a letter.
We've got this dot here that goes down and then after that, after it goes down, makes this letter, then it goes across and it makes the next letter OK.
So it's kind of interesting that we have this, this word, yod, that means building and it's a letter and also it looks like it's being built itself.
The word looks like it's in the progression of being built when we read it from right to left.
And then we've got this on the bottom.
You can see what the actual.
Modern day rendition of this looks like, but the other thing that I thought interesting is that it almost looks like the way that creation was built.
We have God as the yod who is hovering over the waters. And just like this dot is hovering, just like this, yod is hovering and then he comes down to earth and spreads his creation across the Earth.
And so it's kind of a fun play on words playing pictographs.
When you look at the the word itself, OK.
So kind of fun.
Alright.
Alright, the first word in the Bible is let there be and it is written Yahaya and you already know Haya.
This is a derivative of Haya.
It's just a different spelling of it. Like I said, prefixes and suffixes, right?
Change the word but the root word is Haya but it is written as Yahaya and it means let there be. When we look at the letters we have a.
Let me see if I can get this back.
Laser pointer work.
All right, there we go.
So we have a Yod a hey and a yod. OK.
So we have here is a finished work.
That's one of the meanings, right?
Revealed this is a revealing letter and then in perfect order, which is one of the meanings of tense.
So, oh, finished work, finished work revealed in perfect order.
Let there be perfect explanation for that, alright.
OK, now participation time again on the next screen is a word containing letters you've already learned.
It is the name of the Lord Jehovah.
Can anyone tell me how it's spelled and what are the meanings of its letters?
And or if you don't, the meanings of the letters, that's OK.
But how do we spell Jehovah or Yahweh same?
OK.
I see a lot of mouths moving.
So good you guys know it.

It also denotes humility, being the smallest letter.
It is the smallest letter it but I thought it interesting that we could look at these two words because when God changes a name and this is true of Paul to Saul as well, or Saul to Paul, because Saul starts with the shin which is destructive and that.
What he was doing is destructive.
And then it was changed to Paul, which is the hey, which is the mouthpiece.
So he was changed from a destructive force to a.
A mouthpiece for the Lord, and we see the same kind of thing going on with Yaakov and Israel.
Yaakov or Jacob?
His name is spelled.
Yudh a.
Yin Kof bet OK, and so let's go to these meetings.
Here we have the hand that is seen.
It's of the meanings of yin scene behind your back that's KOF and inside your home.
OK. And this makes sense because when you look at the word Jacob and what it means, it means supplanter.
It means somebody who is performing a coup, right?
And and that's what he was doing.
He had to be that person because his brother, though he didn't want the blessing later wanted it just in jealousy because he realized he didn't get it and his brother got it.
So it made him upset because he was jealous, not because he actually wanted the blessing of the first born.
And so, because he didn't want it, Jacob was happy to take it.
But he had to go behind his back in order to take his home to take his.
Inheritance OK.
And so that served him fine until he met with the Lord, and then the Lord said I'm not changing your name to Israel.
Notice he let him keep the yod. OK.
God's not trying to strip him of everything that he is, that this is a man of of deeds. OK. He wants him to keep his hand, his deeds. He just wants him to change the way that he is constructing his deeds. The way that he's performing them.
And so he changes his name to Israel and instead now we have.
Good shin rush. Aleph Lamet the hand of El Shaddai's man.
Tamed. That's one of the meanings of Allah and Under control.
That's one of the meanings of lahmad, OK.
So we have now this man who still has deeds. The Lord still wants him to do great things.
He's just not going to do them behind people's backs anymore.
He's not going to do it sneakily.
Instead, he's going to ride alongside the mighty God and the mighty God is not hidden.
When God shows himself in this quality in the El Shaddai equality of his nature, he shows up in a big way.
Powerful way. And so he's saying no longer will you be in the shadows doing these things.
You're going to do things for me, and you're going to do them in a mighty and and profound, obvious way.
OK, so totally changed his nature just by changing his name.
Thought that was really cool.
All right.
So let's look at.
This word here for fear in Psalm 34 seven. We see the Angel of the Lord Encamps around all those who fear him and delivers them.
OK, now as you probably already know, this word for fear is not the kind of fear where you are in terror and you run.
This is the kind of fear where you are in awe and you fall to your knees.
OK, this is a reverential kind of fear.
Let's look at the word there for fear. It is the word Yara, and it's spelled.
You race a left.
So we have here the meanings of the hand of man tamed by Adonai. Tame and Adonai are bound up in this letter right here.
So the hand of man tamed by Adonai. OK, that is exactly what reverential fear is. It is.
My hand.
My deeds are coming under the control of Adam being tamed by him. OK so.
So that I'm no longer doing the things that I normally do and whatever it is that I wanna do, but instead I've offered my hand to him and said please.
Control this. Tame this, whatever it is that you want to do with me, do that, OK?
So it's this concept of humility.
Where David is talking in this aspect where he's saying he that he admits that he stands, or rather kneels in fear or deep reverence towards God.
OK, I thought that was really cool.
All right.
And what does the fear of the Lord do for us?
It causes the Angel of the Lord to camp around us and bring us deliverance, which is awesome.
So let's go to Psalm 119 now.
So this is every yard in the yard section of Psalm 119.
Again, this is the yods that are, in the words themselves, OK.
So your hands give me understanding that word for hand there.
You already know that Yod? OK, they that reverence you fear you.
That's the Yara. There will therefore have hope.
I know, Lord, that you let me be taeya and allow me to exist for my delight, because I will meditate on your presence.
May those that fear you come also to me. Let me be complete.
So thought that was very cool.
Alright.
The other thing that I want us to look at is this very interesting verse in Matthew 518, in which we actually see the letter YOD in the New Testament, and if you have an Aramaic Bible, you can see that it's written as Yod. But in the G.
Version and then translated into English.
It's this word, iota.
In fact, this is where we get the word iota. It's from the letter yut.
K.
Because when you write and this is something that I have loved reading from scholars, it's just it's something akin, a concept that I'd never really thought about.
And that is the fact that when they write this, they are not talking about Greek letters, even though it was written in Greek, the New Testament because.
The Greek letters don't have.
Yods, obviously.
And they don't even have this where it says dot or dash in some of your Bibles. It means the horns on the Hebrew letters. You can again go to blueletterbible.org.
Look these up.
This is exactly what it means. Iota means yod.
And dot or means horns on the Hebrew letters.
So this is saying I say to you, until heaven and Earth pass away.
Not an iota, not a yod or a horn on any of the letters will pass from the law until all his accomplishments. There. We have the concept of law in with this letter.
OK.
Isn't that fun? Yoda supposed to say Yod and has a horn. OK.
It's the letter yod, but it also has a horn.
So this is it's sort of.
A deeper meaning where secondary meaning I should say to this.
To this verse would be more like he's saying, not one law will pass from the law until all is accomplished.
Because Yod means law.
So I thought that was pretty interesting.
OK.
And this is very sorry, go ahead.

Instead of saying that in Aramaic it says.
The horns.
Let's see.
Yeah, I think it was just the horns and the letter. The the horns on the letter.
And so when you look at the horns on the letter.
Aspect of it. You don't see those in Greek.
Greek doesn't have any horns on their letters, so it can't be talking about Greek.
Nor does Greek have any yods.
Their their language is borrowed from Hebrew.
In fact, what's really fun is when you look at the etymology or not the etymology, the progression of language.
It starts with Hebrew.
Hebrew is what everything comes from, and then it splits down into Phoenician and then into Greek, and then into Latin.
And then into English.
So our English language comes directly from Hebrew.
We just shuffled some of the letters around or deleted some of them, or added some of them. So kind of fun.
All right.
OK.
Now there are two textual oddities that were clearly done on purpose. Even though the Israelite scribes always took very serious care of their manuscripts.
You probably already read about how they were meticulous with it when they would have a manuscript that they were copying from from an old manuscript onto a new parchment. They would write in such a way that if they.
Were to miss or mess up somehow one of the letters.
Even one of the horns on one of the letters, even a yod, they would toss the whole thing and restart with the page again.
They would not allow any inaccuracies to be in the manuscript.
However, they did do some things on purpose with the Yod just like we've seen with other letters that are enlarged or smaller, and this is the same way with Yod.
There's two areas in the Bible that were clearly.
Done on purpose, the 1st is a small yod in the word yalad.
In Deuteronomy 3218, Ye Lad means to create or to make.
So in Deuteronomy 3218 it says you neglected the rock. Who made you?
And the in the word who made you that?
The Yod is smaller because. Why?
Because the verse is pointing to that, it's saying that when you neglect the rock, when you neglect the Lord, you make him small in your eyes.
And then we see a transverse of that.
In let's see new numbers 14. Seven, it says let the power of my Lord be great.
That's this word, yagadal.
OK, let the power of my Lord be great, and in the word Yaga Dal to be great.
The Yod is enlarged, indicating that elevating the Lord makes him big in our eyes.
So kind of fun that they did those little things.
All right. Other yield words. We have the word carry, which is yabal.
Yada, which is to know now that word is interesting because it means sex in a sexual way.
But it also can mean to know intimately without sex.
And that is the relationship that we're called to have with the Lord throughout the Bible.
You will see the phrase know the Lord. You are to know the Lord, and that word is yada. To know him, to be so close to him that you are in such an intimate relationship with him that.
It is the intimacy without the physicality of sex.
So that's the way that we're called to know. The Lord Yadak then we have this word, Jubilee, which is yo bail.
We already went over Yonah a little bit dove, that's Jonah.
Yakhad is together and that word together means as one.
It's the same word I think used in the Aramaic Bible when it talks about how the the men in the upper room who are waiting for the gift that Messiah had promised them. It says that they were united as one.
That's that word yakkad together as one. OK. And then Yahshua, which is an obvious one.
If you really wanna do a fun study.
Look at the letters in Yeshua.
Maybe after we get done with the whole study so that you kind of got a really good concept of all the Hebrew letters. But look at the the word Yeshua and the letters in it and compare that to the portion in Isaiah that says that he will be.
Called wonderful counselor Mighty God, Prince of Peace, everlasting father, because all of those meanings are bound up in each of these letters, which is kind of cool.
Right.
Just as we looked at Tet in the night sky in a constellation, so we are going to look at Yod.
Yod is found in this previously known as cancer constellation, and it is the grasping hand.
So we have meanings of Yod that are underlined that coincide with these underlying meanings of the cancer star names.
These are the names in Hebrew and so we have a hand closer closing upon a finished work and down here in the cancer star names we have he who holds and binds.
I embraced holding.
Place of good rest and grasping.
So all those concepts found in there alright.
OK, so the biblical mention is that this constellation in the Hebrew mazaroth is named Sartain, meaning to hold.
And it's cousin. Word is the word mazarete, which we see here.
I couldn't find Sartan in the Bible, but I did find Mazaret which is the same word essentially.
A similar word I should say OK.
So Ezekiel 2037, I will cause you to pass under the rod as the shepherd does with the sheep and he counts them and I will count you as mine and constrain you and bring you into the bond.
That's the Masoretic, the grip.
Of the covenant, OK.
The original shape was seen as a tightly grasping fist or a claw, not a crap, OK?
So this was supposed to be a claw or a hand grasping, not a whole crab.
The letter Yod is a tightly grasping fist.
So those two things go along great.
Cancers fist tightly grasp the innumerable assembled thousands.
That's what one of the stars means, star.
Let me see. Do I have my? Oh, yeah.
So this star right in the middle here is named innumerable.
Assembled thousands.
It's right in the grip.
Except at this point in the story, many Jewish people have also come to know Jesus.
So as you go through the constellation stories, starting with the spring constellations and getting to this one, we've already been at a position where Aries the lamb, not the RAM but Aries, the lamb is grasping with its fist a couple of stars that have and I can't REM.
Right now.
But they have something to do with, with innumerable. OK. And so we have these.
Innumerable people.
And then we have again here innumerable thousands in the grip. OK.
So all Christ followers, Jews and Gentiles are bound together in the brightest star, which is in the crabs torso or this.
Crux of the fist OK. And it means innumerable seed and just like Pisces, which we had looked at before, which was 2 fish, 1 fish was.
The Israelites.
And one fish was the new Gentile believers, and we had the Israelites flowing away from the sun with the the other going towards the sun. And so this picture of two different camps of people who the Lord loves and who wants to come into relationship with him it.
Just one had gone wonky for a while, but at this point in the story, the Israelites have come to know their Messiah, OK, and so he is going to draw them up as well. All right.
So so just like Pisces, this cluster contains two classes of these offspring. We have two stars that are straddling this big star and you can barely see them.
They're not written there, but they are there and they are named Northern Donkey and Southern Donkey as they straddle that innumerable seat.
This is a perfect picture of how God is has bound both Israeli believers and Gentile believers and holds them tightly unto himself into eternity.
OK.
And then we have these.
I didn't look at the other ones I should have with the word, the letter TET, but these are the companion constellations, OK.
These are constellations that go with this major constellation, so these smaller constellations or lesser known are Ursa minor, the chosen of the flock Ursa Major wealth of the multitude. So do we see how we have these two camps of people, even in the companion constellations we have the.
Chosen.
People we know that's Israel and then wealth of the multitude, where there are far more Gentiles than there are Israelites.
So that is this camp of people.
And then we have Argo, the ship that takes them both home.
Isn't that cool?
So that is that part of the redemption story.
